Education Awards 
The Education Awards program brings together people who want to make a 
difference with women who aspire to beat the odds to create better futures for 
themselves, their families and their communities. The Education Awards support 
women in financial need who also face other barriers including single mothers, 
immigrants, mature students, Aboriginal women and women studying in non-
traditional fields.

In 2014, with the help of our donors and the matching funds from partner 
institutions, the Minerva Foundation granted more than $184,400 in Education 

Awards to 99 women across BC.

PROGRAM UPDATES

Leadership Development
Learning to Lead™ BC 

In May 2014, 72 women from across BC participated in Learning 
to Lead™ BC, the weekend-long mentoring and leadership 
development program held at the University of British Columbia. 
Among them were Grade 11 students, Emerging Leaders and 
Community Leaders from across the province, and 29 percent of 
the participants came from outside the Lower Mainland.

Follow A Leader™ 

Building on the content presented in Learning to Lead™ BC, 
Follow A Leader™ paired 10 Emerging Leaders with 10 
Community Leaders for a series of leadership training workshops 
and a shadowing experience, delivered from September to 
November, 2014.

Women Leading the Way™ 

In 2014, 29 women participated in Women Leading the Way™ 
(WLW), our distinctive, hands-on, year-long advanced leadership 
training program for women who want to make an impact in the
areas of business, politics and social change. 

More than 40 women and men leaders in the community and 
subject matter experts were brought in over the course of the 
program to share their expertise with the program participants.

Leaders in Transition

Minerva began offering a new leadership program called 
Leaders in Transition in 2014. This unique interactive program 
for women 50 years and over is designed to help participants 
explore ideas and possibilities for a rich, satisfying and productive 
next chapter in life. An initial half-day session was delivered to 
26 women in January 2014 and then the full program (six full day 
sessions over six months) began in September of 2014 with 24 
participants.

On November 26, and audience of over 400 gathered at the Four Seasons 
Hotel to celebrate four women for their significant contributions to BC’s 
energy sector. The four honourees of Minerva’s Women In™ Energy awards 
were:

Anna Stukas – Philanthropy Award
Grace Nobrega – Emerging Leader Award
Jennie Moore – Community Leader Award, Small-Scale Production
Susan Yurkovich – Community Leader Award, Large-Scale Production

Highlights included:
• A traditional welcome to the unceded territory of the Coast Salish peoples 
by the Eagle Song Dancers, who danced in full regalia through the ballroom
• The opportunity to win a ‘Tesla Experience’ – which proved to be a great 
motivator for $100 donations
• An incredible speech by Chastity Davis, on the intergenerational legacy of 
Residential Schools.  Chastity left the audience deeply moved, and inspired 
to give to Minerva’s Combining Our Strength™ initiative

We raised 150% of our target, with almost full participation from a sold-out 
room of supporters. Women In™ Energy was a resounding success for 
Minerva – and the triumphant completion of a nine-year run for this event.

Learning to Lead™ COS

42 women attended the two-and-a-half day leadership development 
workshop in Vancouver, travelling from across BC to participate. 
Upon completion of the Vancouver portion of the program, 
participants returned to their home communities and continued 
their leadership development by passing on their learnings to other 
community members. 

Personal Discovery Series 

Formally known as Minerva Helping Women Work™ COS, this 
program was delivered to 52 women in communities across BC, with 
eight days of intensive workshops in Fort St. John, Fort Nelson, Bella 
Coola and Vancouver.
